This is in response to your letter, dated April 20, 2001,
regarding the use of the proper shipping name, “Paint related
material.” In your letter you described a solid waste stream
consisting of rags and stirring sticks that were contaminated by
a liquid waste stream. Specifically you ask whethex

§ 172.101(d) (2) authorizes a shipper to describe a paint related
waste material as “Waste paint related materials, 4.1, UN1263, PG
IT.”

The answer is no. Under § 172.101(d) (2), a person may submit to
the Associate Administrator for Hazardous Materials Safety data
indicating that the hazard class for a specific entry should be
modified. Upon review of such data RSPA may through a rulemaking
change or approval modify the shipping name entry. Only after
such a rule change is finalized and becomes effective or approval
has been issued may a shipper use the revised shipping entry.

Division 4.1 (flammable solid) is not associated with the
shipping name “Paint related material” and a material that does
not meet the definition of a flammable liquid may not be
described as “Paint related material, 3, UN1263.” If your
material meets the definition of a hazard class (e.g., flammable
solid) other than the class associated with the proper shipping
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name (e.g. “Paint related material”), you must select another
shipping name listed in association with the correct hazard class
{e.g., S0lids containing flammable liguid, n.c.s.). See

§ 172.101(¢) (12) (i)

Thig letter is in regard to Title 49 § 172 Subpart B, Table 101, “Hazardous Materials
Table, Special Provisions, Hazardous Materials Provisions.” As indicated in the section of the
table entitled, “purpose and use of the Hazardous Materials Table,” Concurrent Technologies
Corporation (CTC) is hereby providing notification of the modification of a hazard class
designation for a Paint Related Materials (rags) waste stream.

The justification for modification of hazard class is as follows: The above referenced
table provides the hazard class designation of 3 Flammable Liquid for Paint Related Materials.
CTC generates two waste streams of Paint Related Materials. One waste stream contains liquid
paint related materials and is properly identified with the hazard class of 3.

The second Paint Related Materials waste stream is solids, comprised primarily of rags,
stirring sticks, empty paint cups and other associated solid materials coming in contact with the
previous listed liquid paint waste stream. The solids Paint Related Materials (rags) waste is
segregated at the point of generation and contains no free liquids.

It is CTC'’s interpretation of the referenced regulation that this modification is allowed,

and that the solids Paint Related Materials (rags) waste stream is properly and accurately
identified by the modified hazard class of 4.1 Flammable Solid.

Would you please evaluate the use of this modification and send a response if this is
acceptable or indicate another appropriate designation.
