In Order 88-10-30, we stated that we would entertain requests for extensions/exemption from the 90-day start-up period for good cause shown.  Such requests are noticed here so that other carriers may determine if they wish to file responses. 2   The carrier has indicated that it seeks this extension to allow for additional time to prepare for its Saltillo services so that it may begin the round-robin services proposed between Toledo, Ohio, on the one hand, and Saltillo, Guadalajara, and Monterrey, Mexico, on the other hand.
